The dual shocks from Hurricane Dorian and COVID-19 have eroded government
revenues significantly. Recovery to pre-crisis levels will take time. Revenue is projected
at 17.5% of GDP in 2021/22. The expectation is for a gradual firming of government
revenue to 19.5% in 2022/23; and to 20.5% in 2024/25.

PUBLIC PROCUREMENT

BILL, 2020

This Bill will revolutionize governance
arrangements for government contracts:
How they are advertised, how they are
managed and how they are awarded. It will
require all government entities, including
State-Owned Enterprises (SOEs), to use an
open and transparent online procurement
portal for all bids, the details of which will be
published online and consolidated annually in
a published report.

PUBLIC DEBT
MANAGEMENT BILL, 2021

While many of its elements have been
undertaken by way of operational
policy for some time, the Bill seeks to
enshrine proper debt management
protocols into the law and improve the
transparency around the debt taken on
my central government and by SOEs.

It will expand the
requirements for budgetary and fiscal
reporting for central government agencies
and SOEs, including the eventual introduction
of published monthly summary budget reports.

STATISTICS BILL, 2021

This Bill will transform the current
Department of Statistics into a quasi
independent National Statistics Institute
that will be governed by a Board of
Directors. The new institute will allow the

country to leap forward with its collection,

analysis and use of data for public and private
policy decisions.
